1. In view of the massive outbreak of the COVID-19 pandemic, social distancing is a norm to be followed and
pursuant to the Circular No. 14/2020 dated April 08, 2020, Circular No. 17/2020 dated April 13, 2020, issued
by the Ministry of Corporate Affairs followed by Circular No. 20/2020 dated May 05, 2020 and Circular No.
02/2021 dated January 13, 2021 (“MCA Circulars”) and Circular No. SEBI/HO/CFD/CMD1/CIR/P/2020/79
dated 12™ May, 2020, Circular No. SEBI/HO/CFD/CMD2/CIR/P/2021/11 dated 15" January, 2021 issued by
the Securities and Exchange Board of India (“SEBI Circular”), physical attendance of the Shareholders at
Annual General Meeting (AGM) / General Meeting (GM) venue is not required and Annual General Meeting
(AGM) be held through Video Conferencing (VC) or Other Audio Visual Means (OAVM). The Central Board
of the Bank has decided to adopt the above guidelines issued by MCA and SEBI in conducting Annual General
Meeting of the Bank. Hence, Shareholders can attend and participate in the ensuing Annual General Meeting
through VC / OAVM, which may not require physical presence of shareholders at a common venue. The
deemed venue for the meeting shall be State Bank Auditorium, Corporate Centre of the Bank.

2. In view of the VVC facility being provided to the shareholders of the Bank, the facility to appoint proxy to attend
and cast vote for the shareholders as provided in Regulation 34 of SBI General Regulations, 1955 is not
available for this Annual General Meeting. However, the shareholders being Body Corporates are entitled to
appoint authorised representatives as provided in Regulation 32 and 33 of SBI General Regulations, 1955 to
attend the Annual General Meeting through VC / OAVM and participate thereat and cast their votes through e-
voting.

3. The Shareholders can join the Annual General Meeting in the VC / OAVM mode 30 minutes before and after
the scheduled time of the commencement of the Meeting by following the procedure mentioned in the Notice.
The facility of participation at the Annual General Meeting through VC / OAVM will be made available for at
least 1000 members on first come first served basis. This will not include large Shareholders (Shareholders
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holding 2% or more shareholding), Promoters, Institutional Investors, Directors, Key Managerial Personnel,
the Chairpersons of the Audit Committee, Nomination and Remuneration Committee and Stakeholders
Relationship Committee, Auditors etc. who are allowed to attend the Annual General Meeting without
restriction on account of first come first served basis.

4. The attendance of the Shareholder attending the Annual General Meeting through VC / OAVM will be counted
for the purpose of reckoning the quorum under Regulation 24 of SBI General Regulations, 1955.

5. Pursuant to the provisions Regulation 44 of SEBI (Listing Obligations & Disclosure Requirements)
Regulations 2015 (as amended) read with Section 108 of the Companies Act, 2013 read with Rule 20 of the
Companies (Management and Administration) Rules 2014, (as amended), and the MCA Circulars, the Bank is
providing facility of remote e-voting to its Shareholders in respect of the business to be transacted at the
Annual General Meeting. For this purpose, the Bank has entered into an agreement with National Securities
Depository Limited (NSDL) for facilitating voting through electronic means, as the authorized agency.

6. In line with the Ministry of Corporate Affairs (MCA) Circular No. 17/2020 dated April 13, 2020, the Notice
convening the Annual General Meeting has been uploaded on the website of the Bank at www.shi.co.in. The
Notice can also be accessed from the websites of the Stock Exchanges i.e. BSE Limited (BSE) and National
Stock Exchange of India Limited (NSE) at www.bseindia.com and www.nseindia.com respectively and the
Annual General Meeting Notice is also available on the website of NSDL (agency for providing the remote

7. Annual General Meeting has been convened through VC / OAVM in compliance with applicable provisions of
the Companies Act, 2013 read with MCA Circulars and SEBI Circular dated May 12, 2020 and if conditions
are conducive and the local authorities permit for conducting the Annual General Meeting, Meeting may be
convened in terms of SBI Act, 1955 and SBI General Regulations, 1955.
