1. Pursuant to the General Circular No. 14/2020 dated April 08, 2020, issued by the Ministry of Corporate Affairs
followed by General Circular No. 20/2020 dated May 05, 2020 and General Circular No. 02/2021 dated January 13,
2021 and the General Circular No.: 21/2021 dated December 14, 2021 and the General Circular No.: 02/2022 dated
May 05,2022 and General Circular No. 10/2022 dated December 28,2022, (“MCA Circulars”), Annual General
Meeting (AGM) can be conducted through Video Conferencing (VC) or Other Audio Visual Means (OAVM).
Accordingly, physical attendance of the Shareholders at venue is not required. The Central Board of the Bank has
decided to adopt the above guidelines issued by MCA in conducting Annual General Meeting of the Bank. Hence,
Shareholders can attend and participate in the ensuing Annual General Meeting through VC / OAVM, which may not
require physical presence of shareholders at a common venue. The deemed venue for the meeting shall be State Bank
Auditorium, Corporate Centre of the Bank.
