17.2.3 For condensate drain, 25/32/40 mm PVC/ HOPE pipe ba provided as per tho site
condition and taken o nearest drain of up to the stack for collaction & dsposal of condensate

in thes pipe.

17 2.4 The length of connecting refngerant pipes between culdoor and indoor und ba kept 1o
minimurm feazible at site. However, it should not exceed 9 m, as the efficiency of tha und goels
sevorely alfected on increase of distance. Where the OEM specifies more than @m for the
spacific madel being used, tha refrigerant pipa may be increased.

1725 The refrigeran! pipes should be taken along the walls/ columns ete. duly clamped o their
surface by saddies. Il wals efc aro nol avalabls, tray be used lo support the refrigerant pipes.
No opening shall ba made in the concrete roo! to run the refrigerant pipe to aveld damage 1o the
water proofing and leakage of water from the tarrace. VWhere bending of refrigerant pipos is
requsred, proper pipe bending tool should be used 1o avord pinching of pipes.

17.2 6 The refrigerant pipes should be properly insulaled as per the recommendations of tho
manufacturer of splt type AC units. The insutation over refngerant pipes be examined onca in a
year and in case of any defickency/ defect the same may be replaced as a part of AMC

17.27 The indoor unit shall be fived on the wall or partition as per the direction/ instructons of
the Bank/SBL Care should be taken whils fixing on the partition to ensure the holding capacity
ol the partition, to avoid the 10U from faling and getting damaged or causing inury. The
installation of IDU shall be dona in such a way o add to the ambience of the Branch It shall be
frmily fixed on the wal / partition.

17.28 The ODU shail be fixed In the external wall o in the lermace with sufable sze MS
supports fxed firmly with anchor fasteners or as specified in the BOOQ.
